Brazis, Romuald. ZYGMUNT REWKOWSKI: THE FOUNDER OF ANALYTICAL ECONOMICS AND HIS EPOCH // Studium Vilnense A. ISSN 1948-7907. 2003,  vol. 1,  nr 1, pp. 12-17. Polish, abstract English: Zygmunt Rewkowski (1807-1893) at the age of 22 was appointed to the position of professor at the chair of probability theory at the Imperial University of Wilna. After the Polish-Lithuanian uprising against Russia, Rewkowski was exiled as an ordinary soldier to the Caucasus war for seven years. Later on he served in military and civil engineering, however, he was not permitted to return back home until 1881. His vast experience in organizing public works allowed him to formulate the theory of labor in general. He pointed out that the macro- and micro-economics rely on differential equations that are in common with those describing planetary motion, although they are much more frequently perturbed by random events. With his foundations of analytic economics and mathematical epidemiology, he was for centuries ahead of his epoch. The paper discovers poetry and other archive data on the intellectual life of his epoch saved in the Central Library of The Lithuanian Academy of Sciences. 

Miczka, Tadeusz. Media Education As The Foundation Of Contemporary Process Of General Education // Studium Vilnense A. ISSN 1948-7907. 2003, vol. 1, nr 1, pp. 18-21. Polish, abstract English: According to the author the pro-technological attitude of contemporary man towards reality determines the increasing role of understanding of media in education. However, media education should not be treated as an individual and separate subject but – on the contrary – it should function within interrelated framework of general education as interdisciplinary knowledge thought at school by teachers of different subjects. Such media education not only forms the foundation of the whole educational system but also guarantees high level of modern teaching. The organisation model of young children education has changed recently. The content, forms and methods of education have been gradually gaining features of educational forms and methods widely used in the western democratic world. Slowly changing phen buckling omena as educators’ attitudes, manner, norms and tendencies of everyday communication with children have undergone changes as well. The article presents the results of the research on the interaction between educator and children conducted in pre-school educational institutions. The research lasted from 1988 till 2000. Its aim was to define the content, type, frequency and it determining factors of pedagogical “educator-child” interaction in the after-reformed kindergarten. Polish, abstract English: It is supposed that the French monks first appeared in Wilna (Vilnius) short after the letters of invitation sent by the Grand Duke of Lithuania Gedeminne (1323).   Guillaume de Machaut (ca. 1300-1377) was the first French poet and composer visiting Lithuania. Diplomat Gilbert de Lannoy (1386-1462) described his impressions on travelling here. In 1650-1773, the French presented the most numerous group among professors at the Universitas Vilnensis. French opera presentation by the Malaisiez group in 1774 is mentioned. Actor troups toured here: François Merienne’s (1802), Charles-François Grandville’s (1815). In 1801 the newspaper Messager de Vilna has been founded by Jean Pinabel de Verriere. Napoleon’s campaign left in Lithuania a deep trace witnessed by Henri Beyle (Stendhal). The French presented the majority of foreign teachers employed at local schools in 1822. Emile Mossar(t), 18 year old teacher, and Edouard Benoi(s)t, geodesist, and the count Louis de Fleury were prosecuted by tsar for participating in uprising (1863). French language became especially popular after the prohibition of Polish and Lithuanian. In 1919, Professor Stefan Glixelli (1888-1938) was appointed to the chair of Roman philology in the restored University. Since 1937 the French studies were chaired by Professor Georges Rousseau, since December 1939 - by Albert Prioult and Georges Matoré. They were favourable to Poles, saved Jews from prosecution. The University was finally closed by Nazis in 1943, and the French professors moved to their homeland. Pierre Quissant, Napoleon Campana, Josef Portier, and Charles Meffre are mentioned in the chronics as the members of Polish Home Army struggling against Nazis in 1944. Under the post-war Soviet occupation, the French language was not favoured at the university, and it was kept marginal in secondary schools, as well. The review ends with the story about the famous French author Romain Gary who was born by Jewish-descent Russian actress in Moscow; as a refugee from the Soviet regime, she stayed in Wilna and her son attended Polish school in 1923-25. The rest of his life he spent in France, except the pilot service in the British Air Forces during the II World War. Nevertheless, his love and solidarity with the Polish patriots in Wilna was permanent, expressed in his bestseller Education européenne (1945). 
Jaszczyszyn, Elżbieta; Hałaburda, Elżbieta. OPENING OF SMALL ENVIRONMENTS ON THE IDEA OF INTEGRATION OF DISABLED CHILDREN AS ACTION TOWARDS RAISING THE QUALITY OF LIFE // Studium Vilnense A. ISSN 1948-7907, 2003, vol. 1, nr 1, pp. 34-37. Polish, abstract English: Nowadays we can see the increase of interest about integrated education, both in local government, headmasters and regular teachers. This idea is acceptable more and more everyday, but its success depends of social, financial and political factors. In education axiology constitutes the fundamental factor for an effective direction of educational action. Polish, abstract English: The author analyses the role of personal examples in the process of school, beyond-school and mass-media education which are so important nowadays. The objective of the work was an attempt to establish participation of parents, children and grandparents in different forms of motor activity and to determine relationships in the behaviour displayed by each generation. In the attempt to define traditions of motor activity in family only those declaring participation in exercises and those not undertaking this activity were taken into account in the present analysis. Information about the grandparents’ participation in motor activity in relation to their housework burden was also indirectly obtained. In the gathering of the material the diagnostic poll method was made use of with the employment of the questionnaire, interview and observation techniques. The assembled material was elaborated qualitatively and statistically to show the frequency of the features and their independence with the help of the chi squared test. The increasing division of household duties in married couples in comparison with their parents’ generation observed in the research provides families with chances to spend time together, share worries, duties and joys. The occurring shift of some of the household duties in the examined generation, mainly from the woman's shoulders to the shoulders of both spouses, gives hope of keeping this tendency and basing the married life on an equal division of duties connected with performing family roles and transferring its healthy lifestyle patterns to the next generation.

Sakowicz, Tadeusz. DYSFUNCTION OF THE FAMILY AS THE OBSTACLE IN THE CORRECT BREEDING AND EDUCATION OF THE YOUNG GENERATION // Studium Vilnense A. ISSN 1948-7907, 2003, vol. 1, nr 1, pp. 112-114.  Polish, abstract English: The correct breeding and education of the contemporary man, as never until now, seems to be dependent upon the family. We are interested in the influence of the family functioning quality upon the behaviour of the children and young people. It is considered generally, that the dysfunctional family generates pathological behaviours. They cause disorders connected with breeding and with education. Therefore the breeding of the young generation depends on the quality of family functioning. Quality of pathological behaviours shows the range of family dysfunction phenomenon. It has consequences for the correct breeding and education. Elaborating the educational programs one must take into consideration the situation of the contemporary family. 

Bobeł, Bożena; Szymura, Stefan. IMPORTANCE OF THE CONDUCTIVE EDUCATION METHOD IN THE PROCESS OF REVALIDATING CHILDREN WITH CHILD’S CEREBRAL PALSY // Studium Vilnense A. ISSN 1948-7907, 2003, vol. 1, nr 1, pp. 116-117. Polish, abstract English: Considering the aim and research problems it was assumed that the Conductive Education Method exercises facilitate the substantial changes in kinaesthetic, mental, and social development, as well as development of perception (visual and auditory), kinaesthetic skill precision, self-dependence, verbal and non-verbal communication of a Child’s Cerebral Palsy patient. The research was conducted in 2002 in the months January/March and covered a group of 16 children with Child’s Cerebral Palsy that attended a Conductive Education Method kindergarten. The kindergarten section is situated in the Child’s Cerebral Palsy Rehabilitation Centre ‘St. Celestine’ in Mikoszów. The centre offers widely defined help to handicapped children. It is a non-government institution existing since 1991. The kindergarten group has been trained in the Centre for 14 months. On the basis of research results it can be concluded that, after the whole year of the Conductive Education Method treatment implementation, all parents notice visible and positive changes in their children’s behaviour. 100.0% of the parents of the handicapped children claim that the exercises enhanced the kinaesthetic skills of their child. Parents and therapists agree that such skill as creeping (83.4%), sitting (100.0%) and handling objects (100.0%) increased in a considerable degree. Not all children evidenced the improvement in crawling on all fours (only 50.0%), walking (50.0% as well) or standing up (35.0%). A large percentage of the parents (as many as 83.4%) claim that the Conductive Education Method exercises improved visual perception and kinaesthetic skill precision.

Botwina, Ryszard; Kunicki, Bogdan J. SPORT AS AN EFFICIENT REHABILITATION TOOL. AN EXPERIMENTAL APPROACH // Studium Vilnense A. ISSN 1948-7907, 2003, vol. 1, nr 1, pp. 118-121.  The text presents an experiment conducted in a penal institution in Sieradz involving a group of 104 prisoners. The core of the experiment was a football tournament. The effects of a long-term sporting activity turned out to be sensational. Namely the following goals were achieved: 1) the imprisoned taking up sports activity showed significantly lower level of aggression intensity – in its various forms; 2) under the influence of a long-lasting  stimulus  in  the  form of a football tournament, a decline in aggressive behaviour of the imprisoned towards each other, fellow-prisoners and the staff of the institution occurred; 3) the imprisoned participating in the tournament changed their attitudes in the contacts with fellow-prisoners regardless of the prison subculture affiliation; 4) personality traits changed clearly and significantly, which provides ground for claiming that the tournament had a great influence on the psyche of the imprisoned; 5) revaluation of appreciated and worthy of being followed attitudes took place.

Research was led considering sex influence. It shows considerable changes of lipid's metabolism in fat persons especially in liver and points at type II and IV hyperlipidemia.

Dutkiewicz, Ewa; Kryczka, W. THE CONSEQUENCES OF ALCOHOLIC PRACTICES ACCOUNTING PARTICULARLY FOR YOUTH // Studium Vilnense A. ISSN 1948-7907, 2003, vol. 1, nr 1, pp.126-129.  Polish, abstract English: The article concerns the medical and social effects of drinking alcohol by children and teenagers. The social and economics transformation brings a lot of socially negative effects. The aim of this study was to evaluate the short-time prognosis of acute liver failure (ALF) in patients with first clinical signs of alcoholic liver disease (ALD). Patients and methods: Between January 1994 and November 2000, 296 consecutive patients (F/M: 53/243; agę 22-75, mean: 46,9±ll,9 yrs) were admitted with first clinical signs of ALD. 52 of them (17,6%) had hepatic encephalopathy and ALF was diagnosed. The ALF patients were divided into two groups: 18 (6,1%) who died (NS) and 34 (11,5%) who survived (SURV). In both groups we analysed the frequency of clinical syndromes associated with liver insufficiency: ascites, gastrointestinal bleeding, hepatorenal syndrome, sepsis and spontaneous bacterial peritonitis. Conclusions: 17.6% patients with first clinical signs of alcoholic liver disease developed acute liver failure and 6,1% of them died. Analysed admission laboratory data didn't predict fatal outcome of liver insufficiency. Hospital survival was also similar in women and men. Ascites and spontaneous bacterial peritonitis were observed more often in non-survivor than in survivor patients but renal impairment was the most important predictor of early death.

Polish, abstract English: Death as the end of one’s days and the functioning of the organism means cessation of fundamental for living physiological processes, whereas dying is a process taking time.  Death usually puts an end to dying. The awareness of dying for the sick person means preparing for parting with life and it is passing away often in pain and suffering. Yet, for the medical staff it is connected with the necessity of posing the question: How to help a patient when the illness is incurable? Terminal care is still one of the most difficult to provide for all of us. Yet, it should comprise work of all the therapeutic team. The fall of multi-generation pattern in modern society leads to the situation, among others, that most people die in hospital. The more should we realise our responsibility for the patients and their families. Therefore, it is purposeful to deal with the matter of preparing the medical staff for undertaking of terminal care. The aim of the research was to take an attempt to estimate the preparation of the students of licentiate nursing studies for nursing dying patients. The research was conducted during summer student practice. The questionnaire was constructed by us. The survey deals with the features essential for personality of a nurse taking care of the dying, expectations of the sick from the medical staff, satisfaction with work and an attempt to self-estimation of the students as to substantial and psychic preparation for this kind of care. The survey has shown that 98% of the students had a close contact with a dying person mainly during summer practice. 61% of the respondents think that they possess the features indispensable for nursing dying patients, among which come to the fore: patience, understanding, and psychical stability. In the respondents” opinion patients most often expect a talk, closeness of another person, patience and professional care. 60% think that theoretical knowledge is insufficient to communicate well with dying patients. They emphasise insufficient number of practical classes hoping that they will supplement the necessary abilities during further studies.

PATHOMORPHOLOGIC EVALUATION OF MORTALITY STRUCTURE AND DEATH CAUSES IN NEONATES IN THE AREAS OF ECOLOGICAL DISASTER // Studium Vilnense A. ISSN 1948-7907, 2003, vol. 1, nr 1, pp. 138-140. Polish, abstract English: The aim of the study of neonate death causes is to decrease indicators of their mortality. Unfavorable influence of degraded natural environment is presently suggested as a reason of increased neonate mortality. Influence of ecotoxins through mother’s organism on fetus and neonate development is manifested by a decrease of birth weight, an increase of congenital defects and infections. The purpose of the study was to compare two ecologically degraded regions with different domination of pollution type (Zabrze and Kędzierzyn-Koźle). Mortality of fetuses and neonates was also compared to a less polluted area (Głubczyce). The most essential problem was to show differences between the surveyed groups of neonates concerning their birth body weight and death reasons depending on environment pollution. Research material consisted of dead fetuses and neonates that underwent autopsy in the analyzed regions. A comparison of mean concentrations of air pollution was worked out in those regions for evaluation of a degree of ecological degradation. Furthermore, data concerning neonate mortality per 1000 life births in Poland, and in Zabrze, Kędzierzyn-Koźle and Głubczyce were compared. Both life and dead delivered neonates divided into sex, birth weight and cause of death categories were analyzed. The comparison between each group of neonates was performed by statistic method using the nonparametric Kołmogorow-Smirnow test. Mainly lung sections were estimated morphologically. The sections were prepared by paraffin method and stained with hematoxylin and eosin. Establishing pulmonary death causes precisely required a technique of semi-thin sections where morphological structures are clearer. The following conclusions were formulated after the performed study: 1) An unfavorable influence of degraded natural environment in the region of Zabrze in comparison to Kędzierzyn-Koźle and Głubczyce is reflected in a decrease of birth body weight and an increase of congenital defects occurrence in dead neonates. 2) The difference between sex structures, unfavorable for boys, among neonates that died due to developmental defects is another proof for polluted environment in the researched regions of Zabrze and Kędzierzyn-Koźle in comparison with Głubczyce. 3) A decreased value of body weight in life births and opposite structure of sex, unfavorable for dead girls born in the polluted regions also shows the influence of ecotoxins in Zabrze and Kędzierzyn-Koźle as compared in Głubczyce.

Some of the causes could be eliminated by simple methods contributing to the decrease both in the expenditure of energy at work and in the symptoms of fatigue.

The authors analyze these diseases taking into consideration subcellular division (compartment division).

The history of educating children and adolescents gives proofs that traditional games were and they still are one of the basic forms of education, especially physical education. The motor games of school children in Poland between WWI and WWII were well organized. The school curriculum provided for two hours of motor games and field exercises, besides the regular two hours of gymnastics per one week. Professor Eugeniusz Piasecki, an outstanding theoretician of physical education, initiated the research on traditional folk games in Poland between WWI and WWII.

One of them is hyperlipemia induced many different risk factors consequently of which atherosclerosis and ischaemic heart disease develope. Chronic hyperglycemia can result in damages of different organs, especially eyes, kidney, nerves, heart and blood vessels. Aim of the work was comparing lipid profile in humans: healthy and diabetes, tested for total cholesterol, HDL and LDL-cholesterol and triglycerides in the blood serum. The most of obtained lipids' values in diabetes were abnormal.

It was found that the majority of examinated parameters, especially vital capacity (VC), expiratory volume (ERV), maximum voluntary ventilation (MVV) and forced volume in 1 s (FEV1) noted both in female and male students were at the values considerably exceeding the predicted ones to the sex, age and height. Only in the inspiratory capacity (IC) the differences between the obtained and expected values were insignificant.

Polish, abstract English: Rhinosinusitis in children is an essential pediatric and laryngological problem due to the frequency of incidence and co-occurrence with many other diseases and also to controversies relating to diagnosing and treatment. The following study is a presentation of the latest views concerning classification, symptoms, diagnostic, therapeutic procedures of acute and chronic rhinosinusitis in children.

Różańska-Kowal, Joanna. THE POSSIBILITIES OF EDUCATION AND REHABILITATION VERSUS THE DISABLED CHILDREN’S QUALITY OF LIFE // Studium Vilnense A. ISSN 1948-7907, 2003, vol. 1, nr 1, pp. 170-173. The aim of the research was to define the psychological and pedagogical conditions of the disabled children’s quality of life. Basing on the interviews with 28 disabled children and their mothers the author defined the kind of disability the process of rehabilitation, family, peer and school relations. The research shows that it is not the degree of the children’s disability which is decisive here. It is more the positive relations that the children have with the family, schoolmates and teachers that influence their quality of life. Emotionally involved parents organize the child’s rehabilitative sessions and cooperate with the school to improve the education. Well trained teachers can adjust the process of learning to the needs of a disabled child. Kind-hearted and helpful peers enable the child to take active part in plays and other activities. Thanks to the society’s acceptance a child has a positive self-image and its own future. That full adjustment of a child was present only among 9 children out of the 28.

Sabat, Daniel; Gajewska, Anna; Nowiński, Maciej. LIVER PATHOLOGY IN POLISH MANUALS OF PATHOLOGICAL ANATOMY IN THE XIX CENTURY, IN THE MID XX CENTURY AND IN CONTEMPORARY MANUALS // Studium Vilnense A. ISSN 1948-7907, 2003, vol. 1, nr 1, pp. 174-180. Polish, abstract English: The liver evoked interest in the earliest periods of medicine development. From the beginning of the pathological anatomy development in Poland, the descriptions of this organ were quite elaborated.  “Pathological anatomy” (1853) by Nikodem Będkowski was the first Polish manual which included a detailed description of the macroscopic liver changes. In the beginning of the XX century, “Dyagnostyka Anatomo-Patologiczna” (1909) (Anatomo-pathological diagnostics) by Zdzisław Dmochowski and in the between-war period “Pathological Anatomy” (1935) by Witołd Nowicki appeared. In the past half a century, many manuals of pathomorphology were published, of which the newest one is “Pathological anatomy” (2000) edited by Stefan Kruś. The aim of this book is to show a liver pathology with reference to the changing and developing research methods used in pathological anatomy and to prove the influence of those methods on the recognition of structure, functions, aetiology and the after-affects of pathological processes of that organ. On the basis of the above mentioned manuals, the method of pathological changes description including macroscopic and microscopic description, application of prints and diagrams, relations between histopathological picture and clinical course of the disease are presented. Special attention is paid to the c subject matter of each chapter and the most detailed descriptions of pathological changes. The applied terminology is compared and the problems discussed only in individual publications due to the circumstances and time of the manual compilation has been chosen. Cirrhosis, inflammations and neoplasms are analyzed in detail since the biggest discrepancies are related to their descriptions. The manual by Będkowski is based mainly on postmortem examinations therefore it includes very precise macroscopic description of pathological changes and a word ‘microscope’ has been used only once. In the manuals of the later periods, microscopic descriptions are much more significant in diagnosing and differentiating liver diseases leaving macroscopic descriptions at the background. The Kruś’s manual also includes a description of ultrastructure. In all manuals, except for the manual from the XIX century, the text is supplemented with prints. Staring with the earliest manuals, the evolution aiming at combining histopathological changes with clinical picture of the disease can be noticed.  Quite significant differences between nineteen-century and contemporary manual terminology occur. In Będkowski’s manual, the description of “grainy liver defect” corresponds to cirrhosis in the subsequent manuals. A term of “elephant liver” mentioned as one of the regressive changes may correspond to amyloidosis. Some manuals include changes which were the pathologies of that time, i.e. gunshot wounds, liver changes caused by military gases in the between-war period. Considerable discrepancies in descriptions of cirrhosis, inflammatory states and neoplasms in various manuals are a proof of a progress in patomorphology aiming at systematizing and standardizing histopathological terminology with clinical terms.

Sabat, Daniel; Osuch, Marcin; Ronczkowski, Stanisław. POLISH PATHOLOGICAL ANATOMY TEXTBOOKS PUBLISHED BETWEEN THE TWO WORLD WARS // Studium Vilnense A. ISSN 1948-7907, 2003, vol. 1, nr 1, pp. 181-184. Polish, abstract English: There were 5 faculties of medicine in the interwar period in Poland: in Lvov, Vilnius, Cracow, Warsaw and Poznan. The lack of medical of medical books and scientific descriptions were the main reasons, why medicine students knowledge was generally based on universty’s lectures. Recovery of Polish independance, rapid developement of science in years 1921-1937 led to the publication of many patomorphology textbooks, written by Polish leading scientists. “Szkice anatomiczno-patologiczne” (Pathological anatomy study) by Tadeusz Browicz was the first textbook, which was published in Cracow in 1921 year. In ,,Physicians Review” the author said: “This study I wrote in agreement with the methods, which I kept during my university lectures”. The next repetitory course of lectures “Anatomia patologiczna” (Pathological anatomy) by Józef Hornowski was published in 1924 in Warsaw. Volume I and II of this textbook was issued, after authors death, thanks to Ludwik Paszkiewicz and Janina Dąbrowska. The following scientific description appeared in 1926 in Vilnius ,,Diagnostyka histologiczno-patologiczna” (Histopathology diagnosis) by Kazimierz Opoczyński. In the years 1927-1933 Ludwik Paszkiewicz prepared and published six volumes of his textbook “Anatomia patologiczna ogólna i szczegółowa” (General and detail anatomopathology). All this textbooks had a huge contribution on the developement of Polish medicine in the interwar and following periods.

Sabat, Daniel; Podolecka, Ewa; Barczyk, Angelika; Skrok-Wolska, Bernadeta; Mazur-Zielińska, Henryka. ADAM RACIBORSKI – MEDICAL AUSCULTATION AND PERCUSSION PIONEER // Studium Vilnense A. ISSN 1948-7907, 2003, vol. 1, nr 1, pp. 185-188. Polish, abstract English: Auscultaion and percussion still remain a basic method of physical examination in medicine.  The founder of the auscultation method was Lannennee (1781-1826), however, a Pole Adam Raciborski (1809-1871) contributed to its vast popularization. The aim of the paper is his profile and his main achievements. Raciborski as a student of the Medical Faculty of the Warsaw University took part in the November Uprising, and after its downfall he immigrated to France. He accomplished his medical studies there and in 1834 he received a Medical Diploma. In the 50s he was one of the founders of the Parisian Society of Polish Doctors and the editor of its “Yearly” magazine. Earlier, after his graduation, he published in 1835 his views and experiences on the physical examination in the book “Nouveau stic des maladies”. In our archives there is the first American edition of Raciborski’s book “An elementary treatise on auscultation and percussion, or the application of acoustics to the diagnosis of diseases, with a synoptical table” issued in New York in 1839. The book consisted of two parts. In the first part, the author discussed the aims and ways of tapping the chest and abdominal cavity and asculting the lungs and heart. In the second part, he presented the application of the methods in diagnosing diseases of abdominal cavity organs (liver, gallbladder, spleen, stomach and intestines) and the chest (bronchitis, pneumonia and pleuritis, tuberculosis, heart diseases, aortic aneurysm). As a conclusion of the defined changed was a detailed comparative chart. The book of Adam Raciborski was soon translated into German, English, even Greek, and in Warsaw into Russian. It had never been edited in Polish language. The recommended diagnostic methods soon became widespread among doctors in Europe and North America.

Sabat, Daniel; Sondej, Ewa; Deska, Paweł. MANUALS IN THE 19TH AND THE BEGINNING OF THE 20TH CENTURY // Studium Vilnense A. ISSN 1948-7907, 2003, vol. 1, nr 1, pp. 189-193. Polish, abstract English: The subject of breast cancers appeared in Polish medical manuals at the beginning of the 19th century. They were already known as one of the most common neoplasms in women. The study presents moulding of the opinions on the pathology of those changes in the 19th and the beginning of the 20th century. The first Polish pathological anatomy manual by Nikodem Bętkowski entitled “Pathologic Anatomy” appeared in Krakow in 1853. The author presented a cancer as “kra” and listed also other neoplasms such as sarcoma and cystosarcoma. The next manual was “The Outline of Pathological Anatomy” from 1869 presenting pathological anatomy in general, written by Włodzimierz Brodowski, a propagator of Rudolf Virchow’s theory. Information of breast cancer were scant in it, only scone-cell cancer (today known as adenocarcinoma) was mentioned. However, the histopathologic structure of neoplasm was described in detail for the first time. At the beginning of the 20th century, the first volume of the manual by Zdzisław Dmochowski describing chest “Anatomo-pathological diagnosing” was edited in Warsaw. After Poland regained independence, medicine was taught in Poland in five universities, namely in Warsaw, Cracow, Vilnius, Poznan and Lwow. At that time five new manuals appeared, i.e., printed lectures by Tadeusz Browicz (1921), Józef Hornowski (1924), Kazimierz Opoczyński (1926) and Ludwik Paszkiewicz (1927-1933). Two volume printed lectures by Hornowski appeared in Warsaw after their author’s death. Browicz edited his lectured in Cracow and Opoczyński in Vilnius. Also in Warsaw, six volumes of lectures by Ludwik Paszkiewicz were published. The lectures described breast adenomas, fibromas and malignant epithelial and non-epithelial cancers. Three-volume manual “Pathologic anatomy” by Witold Nowicki published in the years 1929-1935 in Lwow is considered to be the summary of the development of Polish pathomorphology. In the second volume of “Detailed Pathological Anatomy”, in the chapter on breast pathology, the author described: mesodermal neoplasms (fibromas, sarcomas), adenous neoplasms (adenomas and fibroadenomas) and cancers. The most common breast cancer, according to the author, was a cancer which originated from the mammary gland, the nipple and areola of the mamma. The very detailed descriptions of those cancers in Nowicki’s manual, despite further changes in terminology, stayed valid up till now.

Polish, abstract English: Microscopic diagnosis of oligobiopsy material taken during endoscopic examination plays an important role in diagnosing syndromes of absorption disorders, especially in case of celiac disease. The aim of the study was a morphologic evaluation of the small intestine mucosa and comparison of the used from many years Shiner classification with a new modified Marsh classification. During the study, 500 bioptates if small intestine evaluated in the Chair and Patomorphology Department in Zabrze in the years 1998-2002 were analyzed again. Out of the bioptates 344 were with I( of villous atrophy, 88 with II(, 64 with III( and 4 with IV(. Study material was from the pediatric hospitals in Zabrze and Bytom. During routine histopathologic diagnosing, villus atrophy was evaluated in the Shiner scale. Presently, the Marsh scale is being introduced into histopathologic diagnosing. It takes into consideration not only features of villus atrophy and glandular crypts proliferation but also intraepithelial lymphocyte infiltrations. Another evaluation of villus atrophy was performed according to the modified Marsh classification. On the basis of the comparison of both classifications, the advantages of Marsh classification were shown.

Silko, Jadwiga; Walenczak, Izabela; Południewska, Barbara. WEGENERS GRANULOMATOSIS // Studium Vilnense A. ISSN 1948-7907, 2003, vol. 1, nr 1, pp.  198-199. Polish, abstract English: A case of Wegeners granulomatosis in 29-year-old female patient was presented. Diagnostic difficulties of latent gangrenous appendicitis complicated with diffused peritonitis, septic shock accompanied by multiorgan dysfunction were described. Histological examination as well as determination of c-anca antibodies proved to be helpful in reaching the diagnosis of Wegeners granulomatosis.

Sosnowska, Natalia; Jóźwik, Maciej. HUMAN CYSTATIN C AS A SENSITIVE MARKER OF RENAL DYSFUNCTION // Studium Vilnense A. ISSN 1948-7907, 2003, vol. 1, nr 1, pp. 200-203. Comparative studies indicated that plasma HCC concentration is superior to plasma creatinin concentrations and creatinin clearance in the detection of glomerular impairment. In a recent study, we measured array of renal function markers in 23 women with uterine prolapse and compared these data with those obtained from 17 women with no gynaecologic disease and no history of renal disease. Hcc concentration in plasma clearly differed in both groups (p = 0.0363), with the mean value of 1.32 ± 0.44 mg/l in the uterine prolapse group, and 1.02 ± 0.16 mg/l in the control group. Clearly, one can say that uterine prolapse has metabolic sequelae as it is associated with a discreet impairment of renal glomeruli.

The concept CSR joins profit of corporation with prosperity and quality of life of society.

Society of medicine, established in 1805, during fifty years was the only scientific society in Vilnius. The most lack was of scientific institutions of humanitarian nature. In epoch of romanticism grew interest in history and culture of native land. In this time appeared a lot of so called “lovers of antiquity” who collected antique things and documents, excavate burial mounds, wrote historical articles in the press of Vilnius. One of such “lovers of antiquity” was count Eustachy Tyszkiewicz. He began look after establishing of museum and commission of archeology in Vilnius in 1848, however authority of Russian put obstacles for a long time and only on 20 April 1855 czar Alexander II gave permission to establish commission of archaeology and museum of Antiques in Vilnius and confirmed their regulations. 

Leśniewski, Marcin. MEDICAL EDUCATION IN OBSTETRICS AND GYNAECOLOGY IN THE MULTI-ETHNIC AND MULTI-RELIGION UNIVERSITY OF STEFAN BATORY // Studium Vilnense A. ISSN 1948-7907, 2003, vol. 1, nr 1, pp. 430-433. Polish, abstract English: This dissertation presents process of obstetric and gynaecological education, which was done in the Medical Faculty of USB. Students of different nationalities and religions were been educated in this Faculty. Department of Gynaecology and Obstetrics educated students, midwifes, family doctors and specialists. Headmaster of Department of Obstetric and Gynaecology professor Jakowicki was favourable for representatives of other cultures. 

Narkowicz, Liliana. ST.CASIMIR’S WORKERS LEAGUE – EDUCATION AND ECONOMICAL SOCIETY // Studium Vilnense A. ISSN 1948-7907. 2003, vol. 1, nr 1, pp. 434-437. Polish, abstract English: St. Casimir’s workers league, named in honor of St. Casimir, patron saint of Lithuania, was founded by priest Frederick Muckermann on the 1st of February 1919. The League was created in order to preserve traditional and religious values against the destructive influence of communist ideology and temporary soviet administration. It organized producers’ cooperatives, but did not limit itself only to the economical side of the society life. It also conducted active educational work, supported the charity run boarding-school, founded the theatre and discussion club, published the weekly newspaper “Glos ludu”, and it was quickly closed by soviet administration. The league played important role in the Vilnius liberation from soviets. After the independence struggle, the League continued its efforts to improve workers’ economical and educational situation, familiarized people with country’s history and solved illiteracy problem, attempted education accessibility to ordinary people. It supported the Vilnius Country adjunction to Poland. Since the year 1922 the leader of the organization was J. Obst, known as Vilnius journalist, historian and publisher. Since 1929 there were no publications about the St. Casimir's League in Vilnius newspapers, and the activities eventually faded in time. 

Przewłocka, Renata. GATES AND PORTALS OF VILNIUS AND LODZ AS A SIGNIFICANT ELEMENT OF MATERIAL CULTURE // Studium Vilnense A. ISSN 1948-7907, 2003, vol. 1, nr 1, pp. 438-440. Polish, abstract English: The attitude of the society towards its national cultural heritage is of fundamental significance in the issues of historical building conservation. The contemporary highly diversified look of the houses shows how epochs and styles overlapped when these buildings were built, rebuild and repaired through the centuries from the Middle Ages and up to the present times. The author’s intention is to encourage a reflection, history tracing and a skill to decipher the meaning of details decorating the building facades in Vilnius and in Lodz. 

Sabat, Daniel. VILNIUS PATHOLOGICAL ANATOMY IN THE 19TH CENTURY // Studium Vilnense A. ISSN 1948-7907. 2003, vol. 1, nr 1, pp. 441-444.  Polish, abstract English: The beginnings of pathological anatomy as a separate medical subject were connected in the area of the Republic of Poland and Lithuania with the Vilnius University. The first post mortem was done in Vilnius by a priest, Stefan Bisio only in 1770 year. At the end of the 18th century, Jakub Briotet, a surgeon and anatomist, created a modest anatomical surgery (study).   In 1804, Jan Piotr Frank and his son Józef arrived to Vilnius and became professors of the University. Jan Piotr Frank became the Head of the Teaching Hospital and Józef Frank the Head of the Chair of Pathology. In November 1804, he started lecturing for students, which he recalled in his “Memoirs”: Several days after my father, I also started a course with a dissertation “De meliori pathologiam tradendi modo” In this speech I put the main stress on a significance of the explanations at the patient’s bed-side and of a good knowledge of pathological anatomy… When in 1805, Józef Frank became the Head of the Teaching Hospital; he founded the first anatomic-pathological study (surgery). Most of the samples kept in spirit in the Frank’s study were eaten by the starving French soldiers during the retreat of Napoleon’s army. Besides Frank’s study at the Vilnius University at the Chair of Anatomy, there still existed the study founded by Briotet. In 1808, the Emperor Alexander I destined the ruins of the Spaska’s Orthodox Church for an anatomical theatre. After seven-year redecorations, the building was opened in 1815. Besides the theatre itself, dissection room and Veterinary Institute, it also included a zoological, veterinary and anatomical museum. The growing anatomical museum had, in 1841, 2881 preparations including 1239 anatomic-pathological preparations. After closing down the Vilnius University and foundation of the Academy of Medicine and Surgery, pathological anatomy was made an individual subject of study. The first lecturer of pathological anatomy in Vilnius was Ludwik Siewruk. He held the classes till 1840 and then he took charge of the Chair of Anatomy at the Moscow University. His successor was Jan Leonow who continued his work until the tsar’s authorities closed down the Academy of Medicine and Surgery in 1842. After the Academy had been closed down, all the exhibits of the Vilnius anatomical museum, including anatomic-pathological preparations were moved to the anatomical museum of Kiev University. Few of them remained in the Vilnius Medical Society. 

Szostakowski, Józef. READING OF POLISH BOOKS IN LITHUANIA AND SCHOOL NEEDS // Studium Vilnense A. ISSN 1948-7907, 2003, vol. 1, nr 1, pp. 445-447. Polish, abstract English: In the territory of Eastern Lithuania, where Polish nationals are living, public and school libraries dispose of some funds of books in Polish. Unfortunately, these are not enough. Books for children and teenagers are missing in particular. Questioning of teachers of the Polish language and literature carried out in 1999 showed that there are missing books of 54 authors, which creative works are included in curricula of secondary schools, in addition to insufficient translations of world classics.

Polish, abstract English: The basic issue of this article is Tadeusz Czeżowski’s concept of university education and research activities of students at Stephan Batory University at Wilno. The chief concept is student’s freedom, which is signified in two ways – friendly relationships, free discussions and learning. It meant fostering decision – making and responsibility for one’s actions. Intellectual students’ development, i.e. an ability to comprehend the object of studies, was an essential part of the concept. These values as well as attitudes and initiative were acquired by students through the expedient research and management. This Tadeusz Czeżowski’s concept of university education was applied at Stephan Batory University (reference: Regulations of Academic society). The activities of three Students’ research groups – theology, philosophy and law – have been analyzed. It has been stated that their nature of activities in eliciting science objects and education was different and could be named as educational, theoretical and helpful. The tradition has been broken by the 2nd World War, and it not revived.

Polish, abstract English: Lithuanian poet Vincas Mykolaitis-Putinas was spiritually very close to Adam Mickiewicz. Putinas as a professor of university led course of Polish seer’s creational ready in 1929. In 1948 he published the article about Mickiewicz in monthly Pergalė (Victory), in which he admitted that Mickiewicz is a Polish poet. In 1955 he published in Vilnius his work Adomas Mickevičius ir lietuvių literatūra (Adam Mickiewicz and Lithuanian literature). It was the most comprehensive work about Mickiewicz and his influence on Lithuanian culture and literature in Soviet period (1940-1990). Not long after the end of World War II, in 1948, Vincas Mykolaitis-Putinas translated poem Conrad Wallenrod and Sonety krymskie.  The translation of Sonety krymskie was included to selection of A. Mickiewicz‘s writings published in 1955. It was included also to Mykolaitis-Putinas‘volume Raštai (Writings) and to the collection Lyrika. Baladės. Poemos. Putinas also partially translated Pan Tadeusz. He broke his translation on the 4957 vers (to the IV book). This part of Pan Tadeusz was published in the IX-th volume of his Raštai (Writings). Before 1974, when Pan Tadeusz was published as a book, some Lithuanian publishing houses and periodicals published fragments of the poem translation. The books I-IV were included to A. Mickiewicz‘s  Rinktinė (Chosen writings) that was published in 1955 in Vilnius. 
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
