THE SECTIONS: 1 – Spiritual values and faith( 2 – Literature, fine arts, and mass-media (3 – Psychology, pedagogy, and education ( 4 – Exact sciences ( 5 – Economics, politics, and law ( 6 – Health and environment protection.
The Program Council will select for presentation about 6 reports (30-min.) at plenary sessions, 40 oral reports (15 min) in the Sections, and up to 20 posters. The language of oral and poster presentations is to be selected by the presenting author.
PROCEEDINGS: hardcopies ready for publishing and computer files are expected together with the copyright transfer agreement till June 21, 2009. Papers with colour graphics and multimedia presentations, as well as review articles [2] will be published in the series of Studium Vilnense CD (ISSN 1648-7915). 
PAGE LAYOUT: A4format, mirror margins - 2 cm inside, 1.6 cm top, bottom, and outside ( tables and graphs should be within the column ( avoid footnotes: show references in square brackets [1, 2] ( reference format: authors initials, name, journal, year, volume, pages. Papers not conforming to the standard will not be accepted.

COSTS: conference fee at the rate reduced to 100 euro (before June 4) or regular 130 euro (before June 21) covers the costs of conference participation and services, program and kit, and publishing in Studium Vilnense A and CD ( reduced fee (50 euros) is payable by students and participants from Lithuania. Conference dinner: additional 15 euros.
